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And so begins the greatest week in the history of salvation; yes, today Holy Week commences

with great excitement and the expectation of a new beginning as we welcome a triumphant Christ into
the City of David — Jerusalem; waving palm branches and singing hosanna we emulate the crowd of

2000 years ago, understanding that in many ways we are just like them.
However, this Holy Week is not just about connecting ourselves with the crowds of the past, but

also remembering that we are part of a Diocese, part of a Universal Church not an isolated
Congregationalist church. Therefore, on Wednesday we will gather in our Cathedral together with the
Bishop and parishioners of the whole diocese, to celebrate the Chrism Mass. We will return to Taunton
with the blessed oils which will be used in our sacramental celebrations over the coming year. These
oils will be brought into the church on Thursday evening for the Mass of the Lord’s Supper.

Good Friday starts in the morning with a Children’s celebration of the Stations of the Cross

followed by, in the afternoon, the solemn service of the Lord’s Passion including the Veneration of the
wood of the Cross.

Finally, we have the moving Easter Vigil Service where in a darkened church the whole story of

the Creation and Fall is recalled in word and song. Then, with great flourish, the church lights are
turned on as we sing the Gloria and announce the Resurrection.
